Beginners Guide to Macromedia Flash

Directions: Use below guide to create a Macromedia Flash document.

1. Start Macromedia Flash

2. Open a new document if one is not open
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3. Change the background color of your work area by clicking the down arrow by Background in the properties option.


4. Draw a Circle onto the work area by clicking the circle in the tools panel and drag it onto the work area.

5. Select 20 in the timeline.
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For animation we will add a frame and a key frame

6. Next click Insert, Timeline and Frame.

7. Click on 20 in the timeline. Click Insert, Timeline, and Key frame.

8. With Frame 20 still selected in the Timeline, drag the circle to the bottom of the work area. 

9. Select Frame 1 of Layer 1 in the Timeline. 

10. In the properties box Look for “Tween” click the down arrow and choose “Motion”.
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11. A tweened animation is created for the circle showing the movement from starting point to the circle being dragged to the bottom of the work area.

12. Preview the animation by clicking “Control” and “Play”.

13. Save animation.
